Lyam is like any other student; he sees a police officer and says, “Whoa, what’s going on?” When he realizes DC Hall is his new tutor, he wonders what they’re going to do, and DC Hall explains that they’ll be reading and going through a workbook. He was standoffish and shy at first, but he loved my patches and my badges. He’s a ball of energy that needs focus. At one point it clicks, and he comes over and gives me a big hug and asks, “You’re here just for me?” 
And he gives the tightest hug. You can’t explain how that makes you feel, it shows you the impact you can make on a community. It’s invaluable for us, not just the students.
The program has resulted in educational improvement across the board. With that success comes the request for expansion. We’ve had meetings w/city and county colleagues; each police dept is experiencing shortages. The more participants we can get, the more we expand the program.

A child will tell you the truth, will relate to you, there’s no explanation for how that makes you feel. You just have to see for yourself.
